4) OPERATIONAL CONSIDERATIONS 
  
4.1) Route No. 326 should interwork with Route No. 143 between Finchley 

Central, and Brent Cross Shopping Centre Bus Station during all periods. 
4.2) Route No. 326 can suffer from unpredictable traffic delays in the Hendon 

Central Station, Finchley and Brent Cross areas. 
 
4.3) The Dollis Valley Estate is planned for redevelopment and is expected to start 

in 2015. Route No. 326 will continue to serves the estate in both directions, 
during the construction work. Route No. 326 will be assessed to determine if 
any changes to frequency or structure are required as construction work 
progresses.  

  
4.4) Proposals exist for a major regeneration of the Brent Cross and Cricklewood 

areas (bounded by Edgware Road, Brent Cross Shopping Centre, Claremont 
Road and Cricklewood Lane) over the next 20 years.  This could include a 
new bus station with re-routeings and new stopping and standing 
arrangements for some bus routes within the area. 

 
4.5) Demand is expected to grow when the Brent Cross and Cricklewood re-

development is complete in 2020. Route No. 326 and routes in the 
surrounding area will be assessed to determine if any changes to frequency 
or structure are required.
