OPERATIONAL CONSIDERATIONS

Route No. 453 should interwork with Route No. N453 between Deptford Bridge
Station and Marylebone Station to form a seamless 24 hour service.

Tenderers should allow for realistic increases in daily running times for
operation with low-floor, dual door, double-deck buses. As a guide, the
Corporation estimates that running times should increase by approximately
3% for dual door, double deck buses when compared to articulated operation.

Route Nos. 453 & N453 can suffer from unpredictable traffic delays in the
Elephant & Castle and New Cross areas and within Central London
(Paddington, Hyde Park Corner, Victoria and Vauxhall).

The 2012 Olympic Games open on Friday 27" July and close on Sunday 12™
August. The 2012 Paralympic Games start on Wednesday 29" August and
close on Sunday 9" September. The Games will result in additional
passenger demand across the network, requiring additional capacity on some
routes. There will also be a number of road closures in the event areas
resulting in route diversions. Operators should be aware there will be
implications to them during this time. Full details and any extra resource
required will be negotiated with the operator at a later date.
